Petrified wood found in the park and the surrounding region is made up of almost solid quartz.
piece is like a giant crystal, often sparkling in the sunlight as if covered by glitter. The rainbow
is produced by impurities in the quartz, such as iron, carbon, and manganese.

Over 200 million years ago, the logs washed into an ancient river system and were buried quick|
and deep enough by massive amounts of sediment and debris also carried in the water, that ox
was cut off and decay slowed to a process that would now take centuries.

Minerals, including silica dissolved from volcanic ash, absorbed into the porous wood over hundreds and thousands géyears cr
tallized within the cellular structure, replacing the organic material as it broke down over time. Sometimes crushingy deftleca
cracks in the logs. Here large jevigk crystals of clear quartz, purple amethyst, yellow citrine, and smoky quartz formed.

Most of the petrified trees have been given the name Araucarioxylon arizonicum. Woodworthia and Schilderia are two other
species occurring in small quantities in the park. Though only seven species of tree have been identified through petdfied w
over 200 species of plants have currently been identified from other Triassic fossils, such as leaves, pollen, and spores.

Petrified trees today lie strewn across clay hills and within cliff faces; each log broken in
large segments. The quartz within the petrified wood is hard and brittle, fracturing easily \v
subjected to stress. During the gradual uplifting of the Colorado Plateau, starting about 6&‘- RN
lion years ago, the still buried petrified trees were under so much stress they broke like g "" :

The Opal is a form of neerystalline silica gel seeped into crevices of sedimentary strata. Through the pasdage of
time and the heating as well as molding processes of nature, the gel has hardened to form Opal gemstongs. The
October birthstone is closely packed in spherical layers to create-tlimensional spaces to lend radiance anii
intensity to the stone. Although the Opal is a mineraliod, it exhibits an array of colors.

The internal structure of the opal causes the stone to diffract light thus exhibiting a range of colors. Deperlding on
the conditions under which the stone is created, it can exhibit different colors. Opal hues range from clearjand
white to vibrant red, yellow, orange, blue, green, magenta, pink, rose, gray, slate, brown, black and olive. ﬁed is
the rarest while white and green opals are more common. |

The crystal opal is transparent with a bright spectrum of colors, while the fire opal is translucent with bold hues of
yellow, orange and red. Opal gemstones with red hues against a black backdrop are the rarest and most gxpen-
sive while the green and white opals are more common and less expensive.
