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We will have a potluck on the 7 to celebrate our first day of collecting at McDermitt, and on the 9" to celebrate the end of the
collecting trip. You are on your own for dinner on the 8™.

We will have a campfire every night we can, please bring some firewood, or pick up some on your way.

You will need to be responsible for yourselves on most of the distance traveling. Be prepared for hot days and cold nights. Bring
lots of water, sunscreen, hats etc. The collecting is mostly digging, so digging tools (shovel, pick, etc) are necessary in addition to
your standard rock pick and water bottle. Obsidian is volcanic glass and is very sharp. Eye protection and gloves are highly rec-
ommended. One thing that a “pro” showed me the last time was the value of a bucket of water and a cheap hand brush. This
made cleaning a piece of obsidian to properly judge its character ( to keep or to leaverite) a snap.

Digging is best done by small cooperatives; we will all end up better off by working in small groups. Also it is much better to
knock down overburden than to work under it. Working under overburden is dangerous.

Both of these sites are justifiably famous, Davis Creek for rainbow, electric blue, green, and pink obsidian, and McDermitt for
petrified wood, larsonite (petrified bog jasper) and agates. | believe we should be a productive trip for nice materials. And you
know that anytime the Searchers get together in the outdoors it is a good time.

If someone knows a great collecting location on the way back to So Cal from McDermitt (that won’t be terrifyingly hot) we can
consider breaking up the return trip for a day of collecting somewhere. Let me know.

After McDermitt some folks will probably continue north to do some more rockhounding. If you asked nicely | am sure you could
buddy along with them for a while if you haven’t had your fill of collecting by then.

It is standard for not everyone to do every portion of the trip, feel free to join us when you can and leave when you have to.
